Thank you for the support you provide for your children through the learning process.  With each year of school come new challenges and new opportunities.  As students prepare for tests in various subject areas, it is beneficial when they receive study support from home.  At their age, that extra support can help them to learn good study skills.  Please encourage your children to study for just a few minutes each night of this week as they now prepare for Thursday’s Bible quiz.  Periodically checking to see if they can answer some questions from their study sheet helps to hold them accountable.  Coupled with the time spent on review at school, we can work together to help set the students up for success.  As your child’s teacher, I appreciate the time and effort you have already taken to encourage this success!

Math: Students will learn how to add and subtract whole numbers and money amounts.
* Special Note: We will soon begin working on multiplication.  Students should have some multiplication flashcards to bring to class with them by Friday, November 4.  I will let them know they are able to use these cards both at home and at school for memorization purposes.

Language Arts:  We will be reading about “The Great Yellowstone Fire” as we begin a new unit that focuses on taking care of God’s world.  Students will reflect on their appreciation for creation, and will explore ideas about how they can contribute to taking care of the world around them.  Along with this, the class will learn about compound words and continue their reading of our current chapter book, Ramona and Her Father.
Bible:  Students will take their quiz on Unit 1A this Wednesday.  They have a handout containing notes to study in preparation for this quiz.  Along with this review, students are already learning more details about the Pentateuch books.

Social Studies: Students are reading about how the British and the French fought for territory in the state of Michigan during its time of settlement.  



Recorders:  The fourth graders are learning how to play the recorder in music class this year.  Mrs. Shyne sent home information about this a few weeks ago.  The cost of a recorder from school is $4.25.  If you plan for your child to purchase the recorder here, please remember to send the payment as soon as possible.
