They will be tested on their knowledge of cells, plant and animal classification, and animal adaptation.  I will be letting them know to focus on studying the notes they are currently writing down in class (in their green science folders), but that they may also use their textbooks to better understand the study of their notes.  They are allowed to take home their hard cover books for this purpose as long as they are returned back to school the next day.  Studying should begin later this week once our notes are complete.
