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Dear Parents and Guardians,

Our first field trip takes place this week!  Permission forms for this field trip sent home last Monday and were due back today.  If you have not yet sent back the completed forms, please do so by tomorrow.  Please feel free to contact me with any questions you may have about this trip.  We are looking forward to it!

Math: We worked with rounding numbers today.  Next, we will turn our attention to the value of decimal places using money as an example.  Then, students will practice counting money.
Language Arts:  We will be reading about a young girl who moved to the United States from El Salvador.  Students will think about times when they have been faced with new situations, and we will try to relate those experiences to the story we read.  We will also think about how we, as Christians, could reach out to a new student like the girl in our story.  Our class will also learn about the different parts of speech needed to make a complete sentence.

Bible:  Notes will be taken as we review the development of writing and as we begin to explore the divisions of the Old Testament.  Students will find that the Old Testament is divided into four parts, the Pentateuch, Historical Books, Books of Poetry, and Prophets.  They will work at memorizing the divisions and order of the Old Testament books and will be asked to recite this information to me by Tuesday, October 11 (see handout sent home today).

Science:  We are currently studying the classification of plants and animals.  Along with this, students will find out more about animal adaptations this week.  We are already coming close to wrapping up Chapter 1 in our book.  Students can expect to be tested on this material later next week.



Open House:  Many thanks to those who came for Open House last week!  I know the students enjoyed their time to share with you about the start of their fourth grade year.  I also enjoyed talking with you all.  Thank you again for coming!
